3. Have you lived through any wars (not counting Afghanistan & Iraq)?  Did you serve in the Armed Forces?  If so were?  Were you in favor of or against this war?

4. What was the most significant political event you have witnessed?

5. What are the most significant ways in which the world has changed since you were a teenager? 
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
