Fun United States History Assignment: Washington’s to Jefferson’s Administration

You Pick the Assignment!

Directions: Decide which assignments you wish to complete with a high level of quality.  There are a total of 20 points assigned to this sections homework.  You can choose your assignment based on your interests and the grade you wish to earn of this assignment.  Most course content and information needed to complete the assignments will be discussed in class; however some outside research will need to be done to ensure a quality product.  Make your selection from the list below.  Enjoy!

Option #1: A Fiery Political Debate!  Hamilton vs. Jefferson

Directions: You are to stage a fiery political debate between Alexander Hamilton and Thomas Jefferson.  The two great men should discuss and argue their positions on the significant issues of the time such as: favoring a strong Federal government or States’ Rights, favoring the wealthy business class or poor workers, favoring manufacturing or agriculture, favoring England or France with regards to foreign policy, and the debate over a “loose” or a “strict” interpretation of the U.S. Constitution.

How do I Present the Debate?

Your debate should be created within a Microsoft PowerPoint presentation, blog, or a web page.  If you do not have access to a computer, you may place your debate on a large poster board.  Your debate should be as CREATIVE as possible.  Answers such as “I favor England.” would be of low quality and unacceptable.  You must add spice and details to each of the great men’s arguments.  Both men should exclaim fictional quotes based on their historically accurate beliefs.  Your debate should also include several pictures and a moderator to ask questions.  You must print out your final product.
Option #2: The Discoveries and Adventures of Lewis and Clark!

Directions: Complete each step below: 

1.  Create a high quality map depicting the discoveries and adventures of Lewis and Clark through the Louisiana Purchase and on to the Pacific Ocean.  Your map may be created within a Microsoft PowerPoint presentation, a web page, model, or on a large piece of poster board.  Your map should be colorful, neat, detailed, and of high quality.  

2.  Attached to your map in some fashion, should be at least THREE original field journal entries written as if you were on the voyage with Lewis and Clark.  The THREE entries should be about different points in the journey.  (For example: the start, the plains, and the Pacific).  Your entries should be written in first person as historical fiction.  Each entry should include actual historical content based on the accounts found within the journals of Lewis and Clark.  This will require research.  You can use the web sites below to study the voyages of Lewis and Clark and read their accounts of the journey.

     At the end of your chart, you should issue Jefferson a grade for his term in office based 
     on your opinions.
