In 1864, Grant's strategy was simple, logical
E ruthless.

You should notice that even though Grant
suffered high causalities at each battle, his
losses could alvways be replaced, while Lee s
army simply withered avway to Appomattox.

January 29 - Gen. Grant is placed in command of the Army of the West, with orders to capture Vicksburg.  A six week siege begins.   �





July 4 - Vicksburg, the last Confederate stronghold on the Mississippi River, surrenders to Gen. Grant and the Army of the West after a six week siege. With the Union now in control of the Mississippi, the Confederacy is effectively split in two, cut off from its western allies. �

November 23-25 - The Rebel siege of Chattanooga ends as Union forces under Grant defeat the siege army of Gen. Braxton Bragg. During the battle, one of the most dramatic moments of the war occurs. Yelling "Chickamauga! Chickamauga!" Union troops avenge their previous defeat at Chickamauga by storming up the face of Missionary Ridge without orders and sweep the Rebels from what had been though to be an impregnable position.

May 1-4 - The Union Army under Gen. Hooker is decisively defeated by Lee's much smaller forces at the Battle of Chancellorsville in Virginia as a result of Lee's brilliant and daring tactics. Confederate Gen. Stonewall Jackson is mortally wounded by his own soldiers. Hooker retreats. Union losses are 17,000 killed, wounded and missing out of 130,000. The Confederates, 13, 000 out of 60,000.





September 17 - The bloodiest day in U.S. military history as Gen. Robert E. Lee and the Confederate Armies are stopped at Antietam in Maryland by McClellan and numerically superior Union forces. By nightfall 26,000 men are dead, wounded, or missing. Lee then withdraws to Virginia.  Emancipation Proclamation issued 1/1/63�





December 13 - Army of the Potomac under Gen. Burnside suffers a costly defeat at Fredericksburg in Virginia with a loss of 12,653 men after 14 frontal assaults on well entrenched Rebels on Marye's Heights. Confederate losses are 5,309. "It is well that war is so terrible - we should grow too fond of it," states Lee during the fighting.�





July 1-4 – Lee invades North.  General Meade placed in charge of Union Army.  The Two armies meet in Gettysburg P.A. for three days of fighting.  Day 1 Union falls into defensive positions.  Day 2 CSA cannot take Little Round top due to the heroics of Col. Chamberlin.  Day 3 Lee orders Picket’s Charge and is defeated.  July 4 Lee withdraws.  The tide of the war turns against the South on this day.





July 18 –African American troops  of the 54th Mass. Infantry Regiment under Col. Robert G. Shaw assault fortified Rebels at Fort Wagner, South Carolina. Col. Shaw and half of the 600 men in the regiment are killed. �


October 16 - The president appoints Gen. Grant to command all operations in the western theater.�


November 19 - President Lincoln delivers a two minute Gettysburg Address at a ceremony dedicating the Battlefield as a National Cemetery. �
