June 15 –Lee takes up defensive position to the south of Richmond.  Grant begins an 8 month siege.  Both armies dig defenses and subject each other to constant shelling and sniper fire.  To spite their best efforts, neither side was able to break though the other’s defenses.  Petersburg becomes the busiest spot on Earth.  The endless muddy siege costs the lives of over 11,000 soldiers.





June 1-3 – Lee takes another defensive position and welcomes Grants assault.  Union soldiers march straight into Confederate fire and suffer enormous casualties.  IN one case 7,000 union soldiers are killed in 20 minutes.  Many northerners begin to question Grant’s leadership.  However Lincoln sees Grant’s plan to spite the casualties.  Lee once again wins, but Grant continues to move to the left of Lee’s flank to the south of Richmond. 11,000 are killed





May 8-12 – Grant & Lee once again lock horns in Northern Virginia.  These four days of battle saw the heaviest exchange of fire in the history of the world up to that point.  Some men were hit by so many projectiles they were literally blew apart.  Lee is victorious once again.  Grant continues around Lee’s flank however continue his plan to move to the left toward Richmond.  30,000 killed 





May 5-6 – Union Armies under Grant meet Lee’s forces in Northern VA.  A chaotic battle ensues in a dense forest.  Many Union casualties are burned alive when the forest catches fire due to the battle.   Lee defeated Grant at this engagement.  However; Grant contiues to pursue Lee and moves to his left flank.  For the first time, Union forces do not retreat after a defeat. 50,000 Killed





March 9 - President Lincoln appoints Gen. Grant to command all of the armies of the United States.  Start of “Lobster Claw” strategy.  Grant marches toward Richmond – Sherman into GA from Tenn.

September 2 - Atlanta is captured by Sherman's Army. "Atlanta is ours, and fairly won," Sherman telegraphs Lincoln. The victory greatly helps President Lincoln's bid for re-election.





Sherman Captures Atlanta
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May 4 - Sherman, with 100,000 men begins an advance toward Atlanta to engage Joseph E. Johnston's 60,000 strong Army of Tennessee.
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
